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The Freedom Library Education and Scholarship Program

Scholarship Guidelines

The Freedom Library offers a limited number of scholarships to promote active class participation and a learning environment in which to understand the principles of liberty.  
There is a minimum level of performance required to earn a scholarship.  
1. There are two classes from which an individual may earn a scholarship.

2. There is a U.S. Constitution class that meets on Thursday.
3. There is an Economics class that meets on Tuesday.

4. Both classes meet at The Freedom Library from 6 – 8 pm for twelve weeks.
5. There are two scholarships available for both classes.
A. $1,000 academic scholarship sent to the educational institution of the recipient’s choice.
B. $1,625 travel scholarship to attend an approved week-long seminar during the summer.
6. To earn one of the scholarships the individual must:

A.   Attend class, missing no more than three class sessions.
B.   Write a 4 - 6 page paper on an assigned topic.

C.  Submit the paper when due.

7.  Submitted papers will be read by The Freedom Library Scholarship Committee and 

 must score a minimum of 70% (35 points of a possible 50) to qualify to receive a scholarship.
8. Those not attending any educational facility and who earn a scholarship will receive the   
 travel  scholarship.

9.     A participant may receive one scholarship, but no more than two from each class taken.
10.    Academic scholarships will be held for the participant until age 20 or for two years from 
  the date of the award, whichever is longer.   
11.    Travel scholarships will be forfeited if not used within two years of being awarded.
12.    If a scholarship is declined by the recipient, the scholarship is forfeited.

13.    There is no limit as to the number of times an individual may participate in either class.
